POST MEMBERSHIP REPORT – BOB HATTER  

This month marks the change 
in cost to become an American 
Legion Paid-Up-For-Life (PUFL) 
Member.  See the chart 
following this column for 

details.  While the price is certainly much higher than before, 
payments can now be made over a 36-month period (in stead of 
the previous 12-month period).  As a result, monthl y payments 
are smaller.  Also note that new PUFL applicants MU ST 
provide a copy of their discharge document (DD Form  214) to 
apply, which verifies their date of birth.  PUFL ap plications at 
the current $30 dues rate MUST be received by Natio nal no 
later than September 30 th.  Post 180 presently has 85 PUFL 
members.  Well done.  
  
"Early Bird" renewals are encouraged and you must b e paid 
up for 2010 to attend our annual “Early Bird” party  on Sunday 
October 11 th in Patriot Hall at 12:00pm.  You can pay your 2010  
dues at the door if you wish.  The Redskins game wi ll be on 
the big screen and food and drinks are on the Post,  as usual. 
  
As of September 1 st, Post 180 has 496 regular members, which 
is exactly 60% towards the 2010 final goal of 826.   Obviously, 
there are still quite a few members who have not re newed yet. 

We are hoping to have 100% membership or better by January 
1, 2010.  Please remind all your friends who are Po st 180 
members to re-up if they have not already done so.  New 
member recruitment will help us immensely as well.   Check 
within your circle of friends as many might be vete rans but not 
yet Legionnaires and bring a prospective new member  to next 
month's general business meeting!!  
 
Of note, the American Legion Paid-Up-For-Life (PUFL ) 
membership program dues will also increase with ini tial 
reports indicating that across the board PUFL incre ases will 
be "substantial".  As such, there never has been a better time 
to become a "lifer".  Below is an excerpt of the cu rrent  PUFL 
rate structure using our current  annual dues of $30.

NEW PAID-UP-FOR-LIFE (PUFL) MEMBERSHIP PROGRAM – WWW.L EGION.ORG 

 The PUFL program has recently changed as a 
result of National Executive Committee 
Resolution 8, which was passed during the 
Spring Meetings (May 6-7, 2009). New rates 
become effective October 1, 2009. All PUFL 
applications submitted at the current rates 
must be received by National by September 30, 

2009. This gives time to process the applications u nder the 
current system before the new rates go into effect.  No PUFL 
applications will be accepted on the old forms afte r the 
September 30 th cut-off date. 
  
The average Legionnaire is most likely to decide to  become a 
PUFL member at the time when dues are usually paid for the 
coming year. Post Officers are asked to make sure t heir 
members know that with one payment they can take ca re of 
dues for all future years.  However, PUFL is not a discount 
membership.  The National Constitution & By-Laws of  the 
American Legion is very clear that "there shall be no form or 

class of membership except an active membership, an d dues 
shall be paid annually or for life."  Everyone must  pay their fair 
share to support the organization. The National PUF L plan was 
established for convenience only, giving members an  
alternative to paying dues on an annual basis. 
 
A member must be in good standing to become a PUFL 
member.  To be in good standing, he/she must have a  valid 
membership card for the current year.  Each PUFL me mber 
receives a permanent plastic card directly from Nat ional to 
verify continuing membership in The American Legion  (as well 
as an annual paper membership card). This annual ca rd will be 
mailed in June or July of each year. Upon request, a 
replacement card can be provided at no charge to th e member.  
Previously there was a 10% minimum deposit required . Under 
the change to the PUFL program, the member must onl y 
include the first month's payment as noted on the n ew rate 
chart. If the member chooses to pay more than the m inimum 
deposit, the remaining balance will be divided into  35

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additional payments (Time Payment Plan), which will  decrease 
the amount of the monthly payment. National will co ntinue to 
forward payment coupons to the member once the appl ication 
has been accepted and processed. A new option has b een 
added to give the member the opportunity for automa tic 
monthly credit card billing.  Members may pay the f ull amount 
at the time of application. To calculate the total cost of a PUFL 
membership, the member will need to find the monthl y 
payment on the new rate chart and multiply it by 36 .  However, 
the total fee must be entered on the front of the a pplication 
regardless of whether the member is paying in full or choosing 
monthly payments. 
 
Also, beginning October 1, 2009, all PUFL applicati ons must 
be accompanied by a copy of the member's separation  form 
(DD Form 214 or similar) or a copy of their current  active duty 
military identification. If nether is available, pr ovide a brief 
explanation and include a copy of the member's curr ent 
driver's license. The PUFL application will not be processed if  

 
 

 
eligibility documentation is not provided and will be returned 
to Department for resolution. 
  
The Time Payment Plan has been extended to 36 month s 
(previous plan was 12 months). The new rate chart o n the 
application reflects the monthly payments amounts i nstead of 
the full payment due as was shown on the previous P UFL 
chart.  Members who choose to participate in the Ti me 
Payment Plan must complete the Participation Agreem ent on 
the back of the application.  Any forms received wi thout 
signature will be returned to Department for correc tion. 
 
An excerpt of the new rate structure chart based up on our 
upcoming increased post dues level of $35 appears b elow.  
Total cost amounts are rounded to the nearest whole  dollar.
