NEW PAID-UP-FOR-LIFE (PUFL) MEMBERSHIP PROGRAM — WWW.L EGION.ORG

The PUFL program has recently changed as a
result of National Executive Committee
Resolution 8, which was passed during the
Spring Meetings (May 6-7, 2009). New rates are
now effective as of October 1, 2009 and no
PUFL applications will be accepted on the old
forms. The average Legionnaire is most likely
to decide to become a PUFL member at the

time when dues are usually paid for the coming year . Post
Officers are asked to make sure their members know that with
one payment they can take care of dues for all futu re years.
However, PUFL is not a discount membership. The Na tional
Constitution & By-Laws of the American Legion is ve ry clear
that "there shall be no form or class of membership except an
active membership, and dues shall be paid annually or for
life." Everyone must pay their fair share to suppo rt the
organization. The National PUFL plan was establishe d for
convenience only, giving members an alternative to paying

dues on an annual basis.

A member must be in good standing to become a PUFL

member. To be in good standing, he/she must have a valid
membership card for the current year. Each PUFL me  mber
receives a permanent plastic card directly from Nat ional to
verify continuing membership in The American Legion (as well
as an annual paper membership card). This annual ca  rd will be
mailed in June or July of each year. Upon request, a
replacement card can be provided at no charge toth e member.
Previously there was a 10% minimum deposit required . Under
the change to the PUFL program, the member must onl vy

the amount of the monthly payment. National will co ntinue to
forward payment coupons to the member once the appl ication
has been accepted and processed. A new option has b  een
added to give the member the opportunity for automa tic
monthly credit card billing. Members may pay the f ull amount
at the time of application. To calculate the total cost of a PUFL
membership, the member will need to find the monthl y

payment on the new rate chart and multiply it by 36 . However,
the total fee must be entered on the front of the a  pplication
regardless of whether the member is paying in full or choosing

monthly payments.

All PUFL applications must be accompanied by a copy
member's separation form (DD Form 214 or similar) o
of their current active duty military identificatio
available, provide a brief explanation and include a copy of the
member's current driver's license. The Time Paymen t Plan
has been extended to 36 months (previous plan was 1 2

months). The new rate chart on the application refl  ects the
monthly payments amounts instead of the full paymen t due as
was shown on the previous PUFL chart. Members who choose
to participate in the Time Payment Plan must comple te the
Participation Agreement on the back of the applicat ion. Any

PLEASE COME OUT AND SUPPORT THESE AMAZING VETERANS

There are a number of ways that you can assist in h ~ onoring our country’'s World War Il veterans. Howev  er, one of the most rewarding has to be
getting involved with Honor Flights. Please read f  urther for details on how to do so locally. For mo re information, please contact Dulles Airport
Honor Flight Coordinator Judi Wybenga at  dulleshonorflightvolunteers@yahoo.com

AT THE AIRPORT (ARRIVAL) - Volunteers are needed to  greet the flights at Dulles Airport (IAD). We enc  ourage people to bring their families and
friends to greet the WWII veterans as they disembar k. This is a very emotional and uplifting experien ce for all involved and the WWII veterans
are usually very appreciative. You MUST sign up at least two days ahead of time so that we have time  to get your boarding pass processed.
If you are planning to assist with the veterans in the evening, please let the coordinator know becaus e you will need a second boarding pass
if you are returning that night. Flights come into several locations at IAD and you will be provided specifics for each flight a few days prior
including gate and flight information and where to retrieve your security pass. Please try to arrive at least an hour early because flight
schedules can change and security lines are unpredi ctable. We will arrange for the gate passes to get  you through security. As such, please
submit your name exactly as it appears on your ID a s well as your date of birth to the Honor Flight Co  ordinator. As the Veterans disembark,
you will clap and cheer and act as a greeter. You may shake his/her hand (some enjoy hugs as well), t  hank them for their service, welcome
them to Washington, D.C., and wish them well along with a heartfelt “thank you”. Reasonable sized ban ners, signs, and U.S. flags are allowed
(remember, you will likely have to hold them while clapping). DO NOT bring balloons as they have to g o through the scanner and the TSA will
not be very happy with you. Veterans also love it when active military personnel come down in uniform . Parking at the airport is your
responsibility; however, this cost is tax deductibl e. We have been told by the Marriott hotel that we ~ may park at their facility and shuttle over
IF we eat at their restaurant. Remember that parki ng is tax deductible, lunch is not. If you choose to use the Marriott, please park in the
farthest corner of the lot (far left if facing the hotel) and drop off all your passengers at the airp  ort building prior to parking so that there is
only one person riding the shuttle. This will add 15-30 minutes to your arrival time.

AT THE AIRPORT (DEPARTURE) - Remember, you will nee d a boarding pass for yourself to escort any depart ing veterans through security so
ensure you have requested that with the Honor Fligh  t Coordinator. By the end of the day, WWII veteran s can be extremely tired and unsteady.

Safety is always our biggest concern. We would lik e your assistance helping them through security by helping them take off their shoes,
belts or anything else to allow them to pass throug h security efficiently. You may also be asked to a  ssist them from the buses to the TSA
lanes to ensure they get safely through the termina  |. You may also be asked to escort them to/from th e bathroom facilities. Please gather at

the top of the escalator near the Continental ticke  t counter when joining us to help with departures.

AT THE WWII MEMRIAL DOWNTOWN - Please email the Hos pitality Tent Coordinator 7 days prior that you are coming out so that she/he has a
head count. Please arrive around 10:00am. You will be greeting the buses as they arrive and assisting if the arrivals need help with the
wheelchairs. Between 10:00-11:00am, volunteers wil | be needed to assist in setting up the folding cha irs at the lunch tent (hormally 200-300
folding chairs but we have had as many as 600). Mi  ngle with the WWII veterans at the WWII Memorial un til lunch time once the chairs are set
up. Keep an eye on the walking veterans as they ar e the ones we worry about falling into the water as they try to take their pictures. The
Hospitality Tent Coordinator will let you know what time she/he needs you to assist in setting up and passing out the lunch boxes and water
bottles and assist in opening up any of the contain ers for the WWII veterans if assistance is needed. Please let ALL the WWII veterans eat
first and make sure they are all seated before you as a volunteer grab your box and take a seat. Iti s nice to talk to the veterans and we
encourage that, but be aware of them around you. W e have had them falling out of chairs or tripping a s they walk around inside the tent, so
watch out for them like they were your own family. We clean up the trash and fold the chairs and stac  k them against the tent poles. We are
usually done by 2:30pm. The more flights that are scheduled to arrive, the more assistance we will ne  ed at the Hospitality Tent and the longer
we may have to stay if we stagger the lunches. We  are located right next to the restroom building. If you come off Constitution Avenue, make
aright on 17 " Street, make a right onto a service road for the b uses and for handicap parking and the Hospitality T ent is located at the end of
the road. There is no close public parking by the WWII Memorial. | believe you have to park by the Li ncoln Memorial if you don't have a
handicap placard. You can take the Metro to the Sm  ithsonian subway stop and it's about a 15 minutes t o the WW Il Memorial.

AS A GUARDIAN - Serving as a local guardian allows  the regional programs (or hubs) to fly in more vete rans if we can offer guardians at this end.
As a guardian, you can: 1.) escort the veteran(s) f  or the entire day. You may need to catch the tour bus at the airport (Dulles, Reagan or BWI).
If you catch the bus at the airport, you will stay with the bus and return with the veteran to the air  port. 2.) Meet up with the veterans at the
WWII Memorial and stay with them until the end of t  he tour. If you catch the bus at the WWIl Memorial , they will drop you off at a Metro station
before the return to the airport, so make sure you have a Metro card. You may be paired with a vetera n in a wheelchair. When you are paired
with a veteran, that is your buddy and he/she is yo  ur responsibility — don’t lose him/her! You need t o be able to handle pushing a wheelchair
with a person on it over rough terrain and it can b e physically demanding. You may be needed as an ‘e xtra’ because at the end of the day,
many of the veterans who start the day walking end up asking to be pushed around in a wheelchair. We do not allow the WWII veterans to pay

for anything. You will be provided lunch during the day. However, it's a good idea to pocket a snack  or two for the trip. Water is provided as
well. We are the volunteers and THEY are the heroe s and heroines of our country. Your whole attention should be on them. If you would like
to volunteer at the WWII Memorial, we will update y  ou all soon with the WWII Memorial Coordinator emai | address.
