2009 ANNUAL TOWN OF VIENNA HALLOWEEN PARADE — OCTOB ER 28

The 2009 Annual Town of Vienna Halloween
Parade (in its 63" year) was held on
Wednesday October 28" at 7pm. The parade
runs down Maple Avenue (Route 123) from
Branch Road to Center Street and is held
rain or shine. The route is approximately %
mile long and takes approximately 1% to 2
hours to march.

Begun in the 1940s by the Vienna Businessman's Asso  ciation
(now the Vienna-Tysons Regional Chamber of Commerce ), the
parade was originally a gathering of local kids sho wing off their
costumes to the Town of Vienna citizens. Over they  ears, more
and more entrants and larger entrants desired to be in the
parade as well - so much so that nowadays state-lev el
politicians, the Shriners, local high schools and d ance groups,
and even the Washington Redskins Marching Band desi re to
march within it; however, the costumed kids are sti I a key
element. This year's parade theme was “Vienna Cele brating
Community Service” and the 2009 Grand Marshal was M aud
Robinson, long-time Vienna resident, Council Member , and
community volunteer.

Post 180 led the parade again this year with our Ho  nor Guard at
Position #1 consisting of Post 180 Judge Advocate D  an
Dellinger carrying the United States flag and Post 180
Commander Bob Hatter carrying the American Legion f lag
flanked on either side by current soldiers and Post 180
members Alicia and Bosco Jerez carrying rifles at s houlder
arms.
