PLEASE READ 
 

FIRST, IT SHOULD BE KNOWN THAT WE AS A PRIVATE DUES -COLLECTING ORGANIZATION DO  NOT 
LEGALLY  NEED TO DO ANYTHING RELATIVE TO THE NEW COMMONWEAL TH OF VIRGINIA NON-
SMOKING POLICY WITHIN COMMERCIAL BUILDINGS EFFECTIV E DECEMBER 1ST; HOWEVER YOUR 
DULY-ELECTED  POST 180 EXECUTIVE BOARD ATTEMPTED TO  PLEASE ALL MEMBERS REGA RDING 
THIS VERY SENSITIVE ISSUE. 
 
AS SUCH, YOUR EXECUTIVE BOARD CAREFULLY CONSIDERED THREE OPTIONS AT THEIR RECENT 
MEETING (11/18): 1) DO NOTHING; 2) MAKE THE ENTIRE POST COMPLETELY NON-SMOKING;  3) MAKE 
MINOR ADJUSTMENTS TO THE CURRENT GAME ROOM (DOOR CL OSERS, GLASS INSERTS WITHIN 
DOORS, BETTER TELEVISION SET, BETTER TABLES AND CHA IRS) AND ALLOW INDOOR SMOKING  IN 
THAT ROOM ONLY.  THE THIRD OPTION WAS CHOSEN BY A V OTE OF 10 YAY, 1 NAY, 1 ABSTAIN.   AS 
OF THIS WRITING, THE SMOKING ROOM IS 90% COMPLETE WITH COMPLETION OCCURING IN THE 
VERY NEAR FUTURE.  EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, INDOOR SMOKING AT POST 180 ( ENTIRE BUILDING) 
IS NOW ONLY ALLOWED IN THE CLUB 180 GAME ROOM.  
 
ANYONE WITH KUDOS OR COMPLAINTS RELATIVE TO THIS DE CISION ARE INVITED TO SPEAK AT THE
