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AMERICAN LEGION BOYS & GIRLS STATE PROGRAMS – JUNE 20-26 
American Legion Boys State is a comprehensive 
one-week leadership course in state and local 
government held annually in June at Lynchburg’s 
Liberty University.  Specifically, it is a "leaders hip 
action program" where qualified local rising high-
school seniors take part in a practical 
government course designed to develop a 

working knowledge of the structure of government an d to impress 
upon attendees the fact that our government is what  we as 
American citizens make of it.  Along the way they w ill have the 
opportunity to learn the political service process and those 
delegates elected to serve by their peers will run each level of a 
mock government.  Instruction is also presented on Virginia state 
law, court systems, parliamentary procedure, and po litical history. 
The total cost for a single delegate is $270, which  includes program 
fees, room and board, and transportation. Of note, the American 
Legion Auxiliary sponsors a similar program for hig h school girls 
held during the same week at Longwood University in  Farmville. 

 
Post 180 selected and registered 15 
delegates from three of our local high 
schools (Madison, Marshall, and 
Oakton); however one of the delegates 
dropped out at the very last minute and 
was replaced by an alternate from Post 
177. All said and done, Post 180 
sponsored 15 Boys State delegates total 
this year.  All of our delegates were 
invited to our Flag Day Flag Disposal 
Ceremony on June 14 th to visit the post 
and meet the post officers and members 
that sponsored them; three attended. 
The following local high school juniors 
represented Post 180 at American 
Legion Boys State this year: Philip 
Grudier and Roman Dadiomoff both from GEORGE C. MAR SHALL 
HIGH SCHOOL; James Ashe, Jack Baule, Thomas Curley,  Lucas 
Potter, Steven Shade (left of photo), Tim Coleman ( middle of photo),

As we do each year, Post 180 solicited donations fr om fellow civic 
organizations and local businesses for Boys State a nd received 
several in the amount of $3,845.  This amount cover ed almost 100% 
of our TOTAL costs for Boys State.  Special thanks to those

AMERICAN LEGION BASEBALL – SUMMER 2010 
The American Legion has sponsored American 
Legion Baseball since 1925 primarily to promote 
skill development, physical fitness, leadership, 
and fun for our nation’s male youth.  Today, 
American Legion Baseball is played throughout 
the United States and is comprised of select high 

school students 18 years old and younger - typicall y the best a 
school has to offer. Team Vienna, sponsored by Post  180 since 1966 
and currently coached by Frank Werman, drafts playe rs from Flint 
Hill, James Madison, Oakton, and South Lakes high s chools. 
Historically, Team Vienna was Department of Virgini a Champion in 
1970, 1971, 1987, and 1990; but has never made it t o the American 
Legion Baseball World Series. Eleven teams make up the 17 th 
District league with Team Vienna being one of them.   The 2010 17 th 
District All-Star Game was played at 10 AM on July 4th at Waters 
Field in Vienna as always while this year’s 17 th District Tournament 
was played July 17-23 and this year’s Virginia Stat e Tournament was 
played July 25-31. The 2010 American Legion Basebal l Regional 
Tournaments were played August 2-7 while the 2010 A merican 
Legion Baseball World Series will be played August 13-17 August in 
Spokane, Washington.
